1.  INTRODUCTION

This firm-fixed price contract is for the cleanup and removal of the diesel contaminated soil in the U.S. Embassy Office Building, Athens, in accordance with Section 1 C, below.  The work shall be accomplished in a manner that:

· conforms to the intent of all applicable Greek/EU safety, health, and environmental policies, standards and regulations; 

· takes all precautions; 

· is done in an effective manner and causes no contamination to other parts of the property and environs; 

· endangers none of the property occupants or workers; and 

· leaves the areas safe for re‑use.

2. GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK

The contractor shall be responsible for all of the work associated with the removal of the diesel contaminated soil and cleanup.  This work includes, but is not limited to: 

- The contractor must comply with all safety rules regarding the diesel contaminated soil removal and fire prevention regulations. Fire extinguishers must to be placed at the job site. A fire blanket should also be available next to the fire extinguisher. Smoking at the job site or near job site is prohibited. The contractor should use experienced workers. If high vapor concentration is detected appropriate protective inhalers should be used by all personnel working in the area.

-The contractor shall be responsible for the safe transportation and disposal/recycling of the contaminated soil to an appropriate certified treatment/disposing site.  

-Before work is initiated, the crew shall identify the limits of work, establish work zones, and install appropriate safety fencing, temporary chain link fencing, barricades, and signage, if needed.  Work zones shall be clearly demarcated and areas for staging and stockpiling contaminated and non-contaminated soil shall be identified. 

-Erosion and sediment controls shall be established at each work and stockpile area and also at storm-water drainage inlets to prevent runoff from entering the excavation and eliminate sediments from accumulating in the catch basins 

- Excavate contaminated soil (approximately 50 cubic meters. The exact amount will be determined during excavation. It could be less or more). The contaminated soil can be initially determined by visual and olfactory (smell) indicators. Photo Ionization Detector (PID) could be used to determine contamination, if available.  PID metering should to be done on-site, using a unit calibrated to a benzene equivalent for fuel oil. Calibrations should be performed each day the instrument is in use. It is preferable to calibrate the instrument onsite. The vapor readings on samples shall be taken by placing a sample of soil or debris into a closed plastic bag or sample jar. The sample should occupy approximately 50% of the volume of the sample container. The sample container should be vigorously agitated, and then allowed to sit undisturbed for approximately 1minute to allow for sample equilibration, and finally the vapor concentration should be measured using the PID. A limit of 100ppm should be used as the contamination level. Following removal and backfilling, the soil must contain no olfactory or visual evidence

of contamination, and the vapor must be non-detectable.

- The contractor should use only hand tools during excavation to avoid puncturing of the underground structure insulation and to avoid destruction of underground pipes and cables.

-The excavated contaminated soil should be placed and covered by poly sheeting.

-The walls and drains of the underground structure adjacent to the excavation area shall be cleaned. Contractor will be responsible for restoring any damage he causes during the excavation to the underground structure and all piping in the excavation area.

-The contractor shall provide a certificate of disposal indicating that the contaminated soil was disposed off at a certified disposal facility in accordance with all local laws and regulations.

- Deliver clean sand and gravel and fill up the holes after the cleanup. 

- Deliver and place fresh gardening soil on the top of the sand and gravel. Install previously removed the original sod, or new one to match the existing grass.

3.  PRICE

The contractor shall complete all work, including furnishing all labor, material, equipment and services, unless otherwise specified herein, required under this contract within the time specified herein.  The price listed below shall include all labor, materials, insurance (see FAR 52.228-4 and 52.228-5), overhead, and profit. 1.  WORKING HOURS

All work shall be performed during 08.30-17.00 hours, Mondays through Fridays, except for the weekends and the holidays.  Other hours, if requested by the Contractor, may be approved by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).  The Contractor shall give 24 hours in advance to COR who will consider any deviation from the hours identified above.  Changes in work hours, initiated by the Contractor, will not be a cause for a price increase.

3.  SPECIFIC TASKS

a. Initial Inspection


The Contractor shall conduct a thorough, initial inspection of the property or site within the time specified in the purchase order.  The purpose of the initial inspection is for the Contractor to: verify site conditions; identify sensitive areas; identify equipment needs; identify structural features, maintenance practices, etc.

Access to building space shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).  The COR will inform the Contractor of any restrictions or areas requiring special scheduling.

b. Inspection and Acceptance


Upon notification to the COR that the service has been provided, the COR shall visually inspect the work area/treated area.  If the work is not satisfactory, the COR shall advise the Contractor in writing. The COR shall repeat the inspection when assured that the work has been completed properly.  The COR shall periodically conduct unannounced site visits to observe that the Contractor is implementing all requirements specified in the Scope of Work.


When the work has been satisfactorily completed, the COR shall so certify acceptance on the OF-127, Receiving and Inspection Report. 

c. Clean-up of Area


Upon final acceptance by the COR, the Contractor shall remove temporary protective measures.  Any warning placards shall be removed.


The Contractor shall remove all tools, equipment and supplies from the work area.

The work area shall be free of dirt and/or debris when the project is complete.
4.   OTHER REQUIREMENTS

a. Certificate of Insurance



The Contractor is required by FAR 52.228-5, "Insurance - Work on a Government Installation" to provide whatever insurance is legally necessary.  The Contractor shall at its own expense provide and maintain during the entire performance period the following insurance amounts:

The foregoing types and amounts of insurance are the minimums required.  The Contractor shall obtain any other types of insurance required by local law or that are ordinarily or customarily obtained in the location of the work.  The limit of such insurance shall be as provided by law or sufficient to meet normal and customary claims.



The Contractor agrees that the Government shall not be responsible for personal injuries or for damages to any property of the Contractor, its officers, agents, servants, and employees, or any other person, arising from and incident to the Contractor's performance of this contract.  The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the Government from any and all claims arising therefrom, except in the instance of gross negligence on the part of the Government.



The Contractor shall obtain adequate insurance for damage to, or theft of, materials and equipment in insurance coverage for loose transit to the site or in storage on or off the site.


The general liability policy required of the Contractor shall name "the United States of America, acting by and through the Department of State", as an additional insured with respect to operations performed under this contract.


b.  Contractor Personnel


The COR may request removal of any Contractor personnel from the work site for cause, such as inappropriate behavior, unfit persons not skilled in the work, or lack of appropriate equipment or materials.  The Government shall not be responsible for the cost of returning or replacing this person at the work site.


After award, the Contractor has ten calendar days to submit to the Contracting Officer a list of workers and supervisors assigned to this project for the Government to conduct all necessary security checks.  It is anticipated that security checks will take approximately ten (10) days to perform.  For each individual the list shall include:


Complete application form provided by the embassy

Copy of ID card

Passport

Greek Social Security Medical Book

Merchant Marine Seaman’s book (if applicable)

Penal record of type A

Discharge papers (Greek Military service)

Pay book (Greek Armed Forces)  
  
 



Failure to provide any of the above information may be considered grounds for rejection and/or  resubmittal of the application.  Once the Government has completed the security screening and approved the applicants a badge will be provided to the individual for access to the site. This badge may be revoked at any time due to the falsification of data, or misconduct on site.



The Contractor shall provide an English speaking supervisor on site at all times.  This position is considered as key personnel under this purchase order.

c. Contractor Use of Premises


The Contractor shall confine operations to the areas specified in this purchase order.  Portions of the site beyond areas in which work is indicated shall not be disturbed.


The Contractor shall conform to the Post's security rules and regulations while working or regarding personal behavior.


The Contractor shall keep existing driveways and entrances serving the premises clear and available to Post personnel and the public at all times.


The Contractor shall not unreasonably encumber the site with materials or equipment.

The Contractor shall perform the work so as to interfere with Post operations as little as possible.

d. Reporting Accidents


The Contractor shall prepare and submit to the COR and the POSHO reports of significant accidents on site.  The Contractor shall record and document data and actions taken in accordance with industry standards.  For this purpose, a significant accident is defined to include events where personal injury is sustained, property loss is sustained, or where the event posed a significant threat of loss of property or personal injury.
e. Unusual Conditions


When an unusual condition of the property or site is discovered during work the Contractor shall stop work immediately and advise the COR.  This should be followed by a special report, if deemed necessary by the COR.  

5.  COMPLETION DATE

The contractor shall complete all work required hereunder not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the Notice to Proceed.

6. DOSAR 652.242-70 CONTRACTING OFFICER'S REPRESENTATIVE (COR) (AUG 1999)

(a) The Contracting Officer may designate in writing one or more Government employees, by name or position title, to take action for the Contracting Officer under this contract. Each designee shall be identified as a Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR). Such designation(s) shall specify the scope and limitations of the authority so delegated; provided, that the designee shall not change the terms or conditions of the contract, unless the COR is a warranted Contracting Officer and this authority is delegated in the designation.

(b) The COR for this contract is the Facilities Maintenance Manager.

7.  Quality Assurance and Surveillance Plan (QASP).  This plan is designed to provide an effective surveillance method to promote effective contractor performance. The QASP provides a method for the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) to monitor contractor performance, advise the contractor of unsatisfactory performance, and notify the Contracting Officer of continued unsatisfactory performance.  The contractor, not the Government, is responsible for management and quality control to meet the terms of the contract.  The role of the Government is to conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are achieved.

7.1. SURVEILLANCE.  The COR will receive and document all complaints from Government personnel regarding the services provided.  If appropriate, the COR will send the complaints to the Contractor for corrective action.  

7.2. STANDARD.  The performance standard is that the Government receives no more than one (1) customer complaint per month. The COR shall notify the Contracting Officer of the complaints so that the Contracting Officer may take appropriate action to enforce the inspection clause  (FAR 52.212-4, Contract Terms and Conditions-Commercial Items), if any of the services exceed the standard.

7.3 PROCEDURES. 

(a) If any Government personnel observe unacceptable services, either incomplete work or required services not being performed they should immediately contact the COR.

(b) The COR will complete appropriate documentation to record the complaint.  

(c) If the COR determines the complaint is invalid, the COR will advise the complainant. The COR will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for his/her files.  

(d) If the COR determines the complaint is valid, the COR will inform the Contractor and give the Contractor additional time to correct the defect, if additional time is available.  The COR shall determine how much time is reasonable.

(e) The COR shall, as a minimum, orally notify the Contractor of any valid complaints.  

(f) If the Contractor disagrees with the complaint after investigation of the site and challenges the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR.  The COR will review the matter to determine the validity of the complaint. 

(g) The COR will consider complaints as resolved unless notified otherwise by the complainant.  

(h) Repeat customer complaints are not permitted for any services. If a repeat customer complaint is received for the same deficiency during the service period, the COR will contact the Contracting Officer for appropriate action under the Inspection clause.
