SCHEDULE OF SUPPLIES/SERVICES, BLOCK 20

DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

1.
Scope of Work 

The contractor shall provide Cash Transportation Services for the U.S. Embassy Athens and the American Consulate General in Thessaloniki, as these are described in Section 2 below. 

2.
 Description of Work 

2.1.
 The Government agrees to procure and the Contractor undertakes the responsibility of safety transporting cash or valuables by using its own special armored cars with radio contact with the local Central Station and specialized and properly identified personnel to the following destinations:

i. From the Embassy of the United States of America, 91 Vasilissis Sofias Avenue, Athens, Cashier’s Office, on a call basis, to the Bank of America, Athens and vice versa during working hours.

ii. From the Embassy of the United States of America, 91 Vasilissis Sofias Avenue, Athens, Cashier’s Office, on a call basis, to the Piraeus Bank, Filikis Etairias Square, Kolonaki and vice versa during working hours.

iii. From the American Consulate, 43 Tsimiski Street, Thessaloniki, on a call basis,  to the Piraeus Bank in Thessaloniki and vice versa during working hours.

2.2.
It is agreed that the cash and valuables to be transported by the Contractor each time will not exceed $100,000.00 or equivalent amount of local currency.

2.3.
The Contractor will perform the services described above, from Monday to Friday, following a request by the Contracting Officer Representative (COR). The U.S. Government agrees to inform the Contractor one (1) day in advance or, in exceptional cases, two hours in advance of the schedule (locations, date and time) for the Contractor’s required services and the Contractor agrees to complete such work assignments within the date requested.

2.4.
The Contractor will carry out work under this contract on the basis of written authorizations (work orders) issued by the COR, sample of which is attached to this contract as attachment “A”.
2.5.
Within ten (10) days from the date of signature of the agreement, the Contractor agrees to provide adequate proof of insurance coverage of the work to be carried out by him under this agreement against common theft, burglary and misappropriation, proof of which he will present to the Government upon request. In addition, the Contractor’s personnel under this Contract will be bonded to the extent of the monetary limit, as per article 2.2, above.

2.6.
The Contractor agrees to make available to the Government a letter from the insurance company with which the Contractor’s similar activities are insured confirming that the work to be carried out by the Contractor under this agreement is fully covered.

2.7.
The Contractor undertakes the responsibility of compensating the Government in case of physical loss or damage of the cash or valuables entrusted to his care under this agreement, because of, but not limited to, any of the reasons enumerated as follows: common theft, burglary, misappropriation, up to the amount consigned to him in each case. “Care” of the cash and/or valuables is considered to be the entire time of receipt to time of receipted delivery, during which the Contractor has physical possession of the cash or valuables from the point of origin to the point of destination.

2.8.
The Contractor assumes full responsibility for the Contractor’s employees’ compensation, insurance, bonding, including IKA contributions bonuses, fringe and any other benefits required by Greek Law, including vehicle maintenance and full insurance, taxes and any other charges which are or may be imposed by Greek Law against this agreement.

2.9.
The Contractor neither count nor check the cash or valuables placed in the bag for transport. The value of these is «by declaration» of the US Government. The Contractor will provide a receipt to the U.S. Government stating that the transmittal pouch consigned to him for delivery “contains” the amount being delivered. The receipt for cash or valuables obtained from the receiving end will be returned to the COR on the same date. Any discrepancy in the deposit will be noted on the receipt and returned to the COR.

2.10.
The Contractor will utilize an appropriate security system to protect the contents of the pouch.

2.11.
No U.S. Government personnel will escort the Contractor during the cash transportation or valuables to the destination.

2.12.
The Contractor undertakes the responsibility of furnishing to the COR a list of the authorized Contractor personnel who will work under this agreement and will make appropriate changes to this list as soon as they occur.

2.13.
The Contractor may not assign this agreement to another subcontractor without the prior written consent of the Government.

2.14.
The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any request for relief, claim, appeal, or action arising under this contract, and comply with any decision of the Contracting Officer.

A liability is not finally determined if there is a pending administrative or judicial challenge. In the case of a judicial challenge to the liability, the liability is not finally determined until all judicial appeal rights have been exhausted.

(B) The taxpayer is delinquent in making payment. A taxpayer is delinquent if the taxpayer has failed to pay the tax liability when full payment was due and required. A taxpayer is not delinquent in cases where enforced collection action is precluded.

(ii) Examples. 

(A) The taxpayer has received a statutory notice of deficiency, under I.R.C. §6212, which entitles the taxpayer to seek Tax Court review of a proposed tax deficiency.  This is not a delinquent tax because it is not a final tax liability. Should the taxpayer seek Tax Court review, this will not be a final tax liability until the taxpayer has exercised all judicial appeal rights.

(B) The IRS has filed a notice of Federal tax lien with respect to an assessed tax liability, and the taxpayer has been issued a notice under I.R.C. §6320 entitling the taxpayer to request a hearing with the IRS Office of Appeals contesting the lien filing, and to further appeal to the Tax Court if the IRS determines to sustain the lien filing. In the course of the hearing, the taxpayer is entitled to contest the underlying tax liability

because the taxpayer has had no prior opportunity to contest the liability. This is not a delinquent tax because it is not a final tax liability. Should the taxpayer seek tax court review, this will not be a final tax liability until the taxpayer has exercised all judicial appeal rights.

(C) The taxpayer has entered into an installment agreement pursuant to I.R.C. §6159. The taxpayer is making timely payments and is in full compliance with the agreement terms. The taxpayer is not delinquent because the taxpayer is not currently required to make full payment.

(D) The taxpayer has filed for bankruptcy protection.  The taxpayer is not delinquent because enforced collection action is stayed under 11 U.S.C. §362 (the Bankruptcy Code).

The role of the Government is to conduct quality assurance to ensure that contract standards are achieved.

If the COR determines the complaint is invalid, the COR will advise the complainant. The COR will retain the annotated copy of the written complaint for his/her files.  



(d)
If the COR determines the complaint is valid, the COR will inform the Contractor and give the Contractor additional time to correct the defect, if additional time is available.  The COR shall determine how much time is reasonable.



(e)
The COR shall, as a minimum, orally notify the Contractor of any valid complaints.  



(f)
If the Contractor disagrees with the complaint after investigation of the site and challenges the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR.  The COR will review the matter to determine the validity of the complaint. 



(g)
The COR will consider complaints as resolved unless notified otherwise by the complainant.  

(h)
Repeat customer complaints are not permitted for any services. If a repeat customer complaint is received for the same deficiency during the service period, the COR will contact the Contracting Officer for appropriate action under the Inspection clause.
