STATEMENT OF WORK

PROJECT:  Purchase and Installation of Bullet Resistant Guard Booths


Purchase

The Regional Security Office requests the purchase of seven, Level IV (of the prototype NIJ 0101.08), bullet resistant (BR) police booths for the Embassy (six) and the Mission Residence (one).    The units shall be for a single person.  The price should include the installation of the new booths, hooking power to the booths, running limited conduit, and removal of the old booths.  Old booths will be moved to the GSO warehouse by the contractor.   New booths must be installed on the same day that old booths are removed, must be level, and sit at least 2 inches above grade.  All wiring and residue from the old booth must be removed and disposed of by the contractor. The contractor is responsible for any/all permits required.

Standard booth equipment must include:

a) Heating and air conditioner

b) Darkened security glass

c) Fire Extinguisher

d) Small desk and adjustable stool

e) Dimmer for controlling level of internal lighting

f) Switches to control external, flood-lights

g) Four power sockets

h) External antenna and line for handheld radio

i) 360 degrees of viewable area, non-opening windows

j) Security lock on the door

k) Small brass tag inside the booth indicating its BR rating and that the booth is the                
property of the US Government RSO.

Upon delivery the manufacturer – contractor of the booth must provide the competent police service and Embassy Regional Security Office with the following:

a) Certification of tests conducted on the security glass panels that were installed in booth structure.  The certification must be provided by a certified lab –entity and explicitly explain how it has been determined that these glass panes provide the aforementioned level of protection.
b) A sample/piece from the same glass panel installed in the booth (size: 20cm x 20cmz), which must be appropriately sealed by the manufacturer of the glass panels.

c) An officially, signed statement by contractor, in which it will be specifically reported that the specified glass panels were installed in the booth.

d) An officially, signed statement (Plan of Installation) by an appropriately certified/licensed electrician, i.e. in regard to the electrical wiring/connection with the electric power grid.

Specific Information:

Booth 1:  The booth is located at the corner of Kokkali and Vas. Sofias.  This booth requires conduit run at underground, through the cement planter and under the Embassy’s fence where it will be hooked to Embassy Power.  The booth must have a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade.

Booth 2:  The booth is located outside the pedestrian entrance to the embassy on Vas. Sofias.  This booth requires conduit run underground, through the cement planter and under the Embassy’s fence where it will be hooked to Embassy Power.  The booth must have a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade.

Booth 3:  This booth is located at the corner of Vas. Sofias and Makedonon.  This booth requires conduit run underground, through the sidewalk, cement planter, and under the Embassy’s fence where it will be hooked to Embassy Power.  The booth must have a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade.  The door opening shall be to the rear or Embassy side of the Booth.

Booth 4:  The booth is located near the Dorylaiou CAC in the grassy area beyond the embassy wall.  The booth requires conduit run underground, through the embassy wall, where it will be hooked to Embassy’s power.  The contractor must poor a cement slab for the booth and the booth must be placed upon a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade. The door opening shall be to the rear or Embassy side of the Booth.

Booth 5:  The booth is located near the Kokkali CAC in the grassy area beyond the embassy wall.  The booth requires conduit run underground, through the embassy wall, where it will be hooked to Embassy’s power.  The contractor must poor a cement slab for the booth and the booth must be placed upon a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade. The door opening shall be to the rear or Embassy side of the Booth.

Booth 6:  The booth is located between the VIP parking gates on Kokkali Street.  This booth requires conduit run underground, through the sidewalk, cement planter, and under the Embassy’s fence where it will be hooked to Embassy Power.  The booth must have a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade.

Booth 7:  This both is located in front of the Ambassador’s residence on Gelonos Street, near the main vehicle entrance.  The booth requires conduit run over the residences wall where it will be hooked to the residences power.  The booth must have a movable support that places it at least 2 inches above grade.

Installation

1.
Concrete Pad for booths #4 and #5
The guard booths #4 and #5 should be set on a concrete pad with a thickness of at least 10cm, able to withstand a weight of 3.2 tons.
Two layers of T131 should be installed inside the concrete pad. 

The exact location and the orientation of the guard booths will be identified during the walkthrough.  

2.
Electrical
Power supply to the booths should be underground, except for the booth #7.   Contractor will have to make trenches for the power supply lines and install metallic galvanized electrical conduits which will be used to carry inside the power cables. The conduits themselves will have to be buried 60cm underground. 
The booth #7 requires conduit run over the residences wall where it will be hooked to the residences power.

The power panels from which dedicated power lines will be run to the guard booths will be identified during the walkthrough. Power requirements are 5KW per booth.

3.
Backfilling – Restoration

All areas that were excavated will have to be backfilled and replaced to their initial condition. The above includes installation of pavement tiles same to the surrounding ones and restoration of any curbs damaged.

During backfilling a 5cm thickness layer of sand should be used below the power line conduit. 

Contractor is responsible for removal of any material and waste leftover and a final clean up.

Miscellaneous

Contractor will be responsible for any required permits from the city authority in order to dig outside the embassy’s property line. 

Safety

The construction sites have to be fenced by caution tapes and red cones. During works fall protection of the surrounding area has to be addressed. 

Required personal protection equipment PPE (safety glasses, hard hut) will have to be worn at all times.

Also contractor has to assure that proper “housekeeping” is kept during all times.

Contractor is responsible for following all safety regulations and/or instructions given by the embassy representative.
