A.4  MINIMUM AND MAXIMUM AMOUNTS


During this contract period, the Government shall place orders totaling a minimum of ten (10) hours.  This reflects the contract minimum for the entire period of performance, including any options.  The amount of all orders shall not exceed $150,000.  This reflects the contract maximum for the entire period of performance, including any options.

SECTION B – STATEMENT OF WORK

Background

The USG purchased the identified property in September 2004, and paid $2,084,202.  The property is proximate to a waterway, and within an environmentally sensitive area that was subject to presidential decree in 1994.  We are informed that all buildings within 50 meters of the center line of the waterway were to be removed by July 2004, and that all properties were to be vacated, without compensation.  The USG has continued to occupy the property beyond the 2004 date, and now the property requires major repairs.

Objectives

We are interested in knowing the current status of the 1994 decree, the extent and manner in which it has been implemented, the consistency of that decree to local condemnation law, and the impact of the decree on the standard ownership rights to the property – including the right of the USG to use, renovate, lease or sell the property.

In addition to a legally competent consideration of these points, we would expect:

· A review of the files at post.

· A map, plat, survey or other exhibit that illustrates the boundaries of the subject parcel, and the site improvements thereon, in relation to the boundaries of the environmentally sensitive area.  

· A discussion of neighboring properties that are within the environmentally sensitive area, and how they have been affected by the decree.

· Does the condemning agency have funds to proceed with takings, if in fact, affected property owners are being compensated?

·  Has the matter been proceeding, or been overtaken by events, and either dormant or dead?

· An evaluation of the decree in relation to diplomatic law and practice, with the objective of developing a credible representation to the host government that the USG has rights to use and occupy the property indefinitely or, alternatively, to sell or exchange the property with a buyer or the host government.
