I.
Scope of Services

The contractor shall provide and deliver high grade heating oil to the U.S. Government installations in Athens and Thessaloniki, as described in this solicitation.  The contract type will be a fixed price with economic price adjustment indefinite quantity/indefinite delivery under which may be placed firm fixed-price delivery orders. .  The price of the contract will be consisting of a floating part that will be based on the Hellenic Petroleum 0.2% daily issued price, plus a fixed margin.  The price listed below shall include all labor, materials, insurance (see FAR 52.228-4 and 52.228-5), overhead, profit, and transportation necessary to supply and deliver the heating oil to the American Embassy/Consulate.  In consideration of satisfactory performance of all scheduled services required under this contract, the contractor shall be paid a firm fixed-price for each delivery.  The contractor shall be compensated monthly upon receipt of a proper invoice for all deliveries made under delivery orders during the month.

DESCRIPTION/SPECIFICATIONS/WORK STATEMENT

I.
Scope of Work

For each year of the contract, the U.S. Government guarantees a minimum order of 60,000 liters of heating fuel. The maximum amount of fuel ordered under each year of the contract shall not exceed 173,000 liters.  
The minimum quantity of heating oil per delivery is 1,000 liters. 

The contracting officer’s representative may issue oral orders that will be confirmed in writing. 
The heating fuel provided will be high grade heating oil, sulfur 0.2% for the Greek territory.  For supply and delivery of the fuel, the contractor shall be paid the fixed price per unit as listed above. This price is not to exceed any official rate, as set by laws enacted by the government of Greece.

A.
Ordering:

The U.S. Government will submit (electronically) to the Contractor a list describing in detail the delivery points, indicating Building Id number, resident’s name or authorized person to accept delivery, exact address, Postal code, tank capacity and if any peculiarities, regarding delivery points approachability i.e. long hose, terrace tank etc.

The authorized U.S. Government’s representative, will call the Contractor from 0900 am to 1500 pm Monday through Friday and from 0900 am to 1300 on Saturdays, and will place order(s) mentioning the Building ID number assigned by the U.S. Government, required quantity, date and time.  The U.S. Government’s representative will combine orders if possible, around the same directional route and hand them collectively to the Contractor.

B.
Delivery:

The contractor shall deliver heating fuel by tanker truck.  Delivery must be executed within 48 hours from the date placing the order, between the hours of 08.00 to 14.00 or between 14.00 to 20.00 hours, Monday through Saturday, except Sunday and all Greek holidays.  In case of emergencies, the contractor shall deliver heating fuel within 24-hour advance notification, if requested.

The contractor agrees to schedule the specific time of delivery and notify the ordering office one day prior to actual delivery, so that a U.S. Government employee is present during delivery. No oil delivery will be accepted, if made 30 minutes before or 60 minutes after the scheduled time.  

The contractor will have all equipment necessary to deal with any special circumstances, i.e., long hose, special wrenches, etc.  Deliveries should always be performed according to mutually agreed safety standards.

Any contractor personnel involved with the delivery of the oil shall comply with the U.S. Government regulations for receiving supplies and should be courteous, and trained to communicate in English. The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) will be responsible for instructing contractor personnel at the time deliveries are made and shall have the right to inspect the product at the time of delivery and to refuse to accept the product which is not properly marked. The driver of the tanker truck must provide a delivery ticket specifying quantity, location and date, at the time any delivery is made to the person receiving the product(s).  The person receiving the product(s) will then write his/her full name, sign the delivery ticket, and retain one copy.  If the driver attempts to short a delivery, the contractor agrees to remove him from any deliveries to Embassy housing, if requested.  In case of quantity discrepancy the U.S. Government’s representative shall make a remark on the delivery ticket stating the actual quantity of heating fuel delivered (see also Invoicing).  

Damage to U.S. Government property caused by the contractor due to the fault or negligence during the life of this contract shall result in the contractor being held liable for repair or replacement thereof at the option of the U.S. Government.

Invoices will be checked, matched with respective delivery tickets and order letter, and processed for payment to the Embassy’s Finance Office. If delivery ticket is missing, the Contractor agrees to provide a copy, when requested. If the Embassy is unable to verify or electronically trace that a heating oil delivery has been ordered, the Contractor agrees that payment will not be processed and the invoiced quantity will be credited and added back to the duty-free heating oil held in the Embassy’s name. 

In case of quantity discrepancy the Contractor agrees to issue a credit note for the quantity discrepancy and the U.S. Government will reimburse the Contractor only for the quantity received and noted in the remark.

The Contractor will be notified when issued checks are ready to be picked up from the Embassy Financial Management Center. Payments may also be mailed to the Contractor’s address or electronically transferred to the Contractor’s bank account (when this service is available), if requested by the contractor.

D.
Customs Duties, Taxes and Fees:

I) General

A.  The contract prices include all expenses incidental to delivery of the specified products (transit prices), exclusive of Greek Government customs duties and fees.  The U.S Government will furnish to the contractor as soon as possible all documents required for clearance, free of customs duties, taxes and fees, of petroleum products under this contract.  However, customs clearance formalities will be the contractor’s responsibility.

B.  In the event the contractor experiences difficulties affecting such clearance, he should refer the matter promptly to the COR for resolution.  However, should for any reason the contractor is required to pay such customs duties, taxes, or fees on any products to be delivered under this contract, an equitable adjustment in contract price will be made to include the relevant charges.

C.  The U.S. Government is exempt from the payment of any taxes and duties and agrees to furnish to the contractor the relevant Tax Exemption clearance issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for the bulk quantity to be needed during the performance period of the contract.  Should, however, no exemption is granted or exemption issued is curtailed, the U.S. Government agrees to reimburse the contractor with the amount of taxes and duties pertaining to the orders for which no exemption applies.

II) Procedures

A.  As soon as the Contractor receives the Tax exemption clearance, the contractor will send to the Embassy the relevant documentation titled “Δήλωση Ειδικού Φόρου Κατανάλωσης & Λοιπών Φορολογιών”. This form will be filled in the required fields and will be sent undersigned to the Contractor. Subject form will be accompanied by an Embassy letter placing an order to the Contractor for the quantity referenced on the form. The Embassy & the Contractor will be in close contact so that prior to the total consumption of the equivalent quantity, another “Δήλωση Ειδικού Φόρου Κατανάλωσης & Λοιπών Φορολογιών” form is filled. In addition, another form called “Πρακτικό Παράδοσης Παραλαβής Ατελώς» should be filled and signed for the quantity mentioned in the “Δήλωση Ειδικού Φόρου Κατανάλωσης & Λοιπών Φορολογιών” form.  At no time should the Embassy run out of duty-free oil.
B.  At the end of each contract year, the contractor shall provide the U.S. Government with a detailed list of the heating oil quantities delivered throughout the year, sorted by building ID.
E.
Price Adjustment:

(a)  The unit price per liter of heating fuel may be adjusted based on increases or decreases in the official price of heating oil, mandated by the government of Greece.

(b)  To request an adjustment in price, the Contractor must provide written notification of the price change(s) to the Contracting Officer at least once a week stating the price(s) that were effective during past week.  The price changes are based on Hellenic Petroleum G.O. issued on a daily basis (see also Page 2).  This notification must be accompanied by a copy of the official announcement of the price change, showing the new price and its effective date.  The officer or general partner of the Contractor having overall responsibility for the Contractor's affairs shall certify the submission by written signature.

(c)  The U.S. Government will make no adjustment to the contract price that relates to any wages, overhead, fixed costs, general and administrative expenses, materials, or profit.  Only the amount which is a direct result of an increase or decrease in the price of oil to be delivered under this contract shall be considered by the U.S. Government as the basis for contract price adjustments.

(d)  The Contractor may not request an adjustment under this clause after final payment has been made under this contract.

(e)  This clause shall only apply to laws enacted by the government of Greece which meet the criteria set forth above.  The U.S. Government will make no adjustments in contract price due to currency devaluations or fluctuations in exchange rates.
